CONSTITUTION



1. NAME
The club shall be called the Sturton by Stow Youth Club Ltd - (SBSYC)

2. Aim

SBSYC aims to provide a safe and welcoming environment for young
people, (called members), in Sturton by Stow and surrounding areas
through fun and inclusive Youth Club sessions.

The sessions of the SBSYC aim to provide members with activities
to enjoy, that are social, educational, and recreational such as
sports and theme nights

SBSYC runs on a Monday and Friday evenings 7 pm to 9pm, during term
time
3. Membership

Membership is open to all members in the Sturton by Stow and
surrounding areas between the ages of 1 1 and 17 years.

4. Management
a) The affairs and activities of the SBSYC shall be controlled by the
Management Committee which will be elected at the yearly
Annual General Meeting (ACM)
b) The Committee shall appoint the Chairperson, Secretary and
Treasurer and other such officers as they deem necessary.

c) Members of the Management Committee will be re-elected at the
Annual General Meeting
d) Any vacancy occurring amongst the Management Committee

shall be filled as soon as is possible.
e) The Committee will meet quarterly

f) Minutes of Committee meetings will be available to all members and
their parents/guardians

Finance
a) The Management Committee's bank account will operate on
one of two signatories. These signatories will be the Treasurer,
Chair and Secretary.
b) The Treasurer will have the accounts audited annually by the
appointed auditors. The accounts shall be made available at the
AGM.

6. Annual General Meeting

a) There will be an AGM held once a year, at which each member of the
Management Committee will give a report.



b) The AGM will elect the Officers and Committee for the
nextyear.

Quorum
No General Meeting or AGM shall take place unless at least three
representatives from the Management Committee are present.

Change to Constitution

The Constitution can only be altered at an AGM or at an
Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) called for that purpose.
Changes must be agreed by two thirds of the Management
Committee present.

Dissolution

In the event of SBSYC being dissolved, any property/monies
remaining after satisfaction of all its debts shall be used for local
charitable organisations.
